European Legislators Meet for Hearing in Poznan
Poznan, 12th December: Legislators from Lithuania, the Czech Republic, Cyprus, Greece, Germany and Italy will join colleagues from Poland this weekend for a World Future Council (WFC) and e-Parliament co-sponsored hearing on renewable energy at the Polish Academy of Sciences near Poznan.
The hearing will focus on the potential for renewable energy in Central and Eastern Europe looking at the potential for job creation in the region and also the sort of financial incentives that will be needed to kickstart domestic renewable industries.

Stefan Schurig, climate and energy director of the World Future Council, will explain how investment in renewable energy industries could help steer the region away from recession.

There will also be presentations about a European supergrid: Nicholas Dunlop, WFC Councillor and secretary-general of the e-Parliament will tell the MPs about the e-Parliament’s Supergrid Initiative which calls for the building of a high voltage direct current grid to hasten the transition to renewables.

Dr. Gerhard Knies will also inform the legislators about how concentrating solar power stations in the North African desert could help Europe move towards 80 or even 100 percent renewables.

Dr. Gregor Czisch of the University of Kassel in Germany will discuss with legislators about the best way to move forward towards a 100 percent renewable energy supply for Europe: focussing on the best balance between wind, solar and hydro.

The hearing follows the United Nations Climate Change Conference which has been taking place in Poznan for the past two weeks.
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
